Preview

[The Ancient Dragons created the First Plane of existence and within this are the 13 realms of mankind.
12 of therealms were handed over to man while the last one was reserved for the Old Ones. Within each
realm the Ancient Dragons created 4 kingdomes, set at each corner of the world. There are 7 Ancient
Dragons, thefirst being Typhon the Great, the father of all Dragons. The other 6 are siblings, created in
the lake of Mana.

The Ancient Dragon Lemuria oversees the Kingdom of Lemuria, the Ancient Dragon Ku mara oversees the
Kingdom of KumariNadu, the Ancient Dragon Sirius oversees the Kingdom of Hespera and the Ancient

The Staff is a golden hue with runic symbols on the side that
read: “Signet of Fire”, in an ancientdragon language.

The last King of Hespera, the realm of fire, was known as Tristan of Curtanaand had three daughters,
while nosons. His eldest daughter was named Joyeuse, the middle daughter was named Durendaland
his youngest daughterwas named Alania. Joyeuse was his most prized possession and his pride and joy,
he loved her more than even his own signet of power, the Twisted Embers of Fate. It was his hope that
she would be the first Queen of Hespera andrival that of the great queens of Lemuriafor both love and
affection of the entire realm of mankind.
